Whereas the Insured Named in the Schedule hereto has made to (hereinafter called
"the Insurers") a written proposal by completing a questionnaire which together
with any other statements made in writing by the insured for the purpose of this

policy is deemed to be incorporated herein.

Now this policy of Insurance witness that subject to and in consideration of the

insured paying to the Insurers the premium mentioned in the said Schedule.

The Insurers hereby agree with the Insured (subject to the exclusions and
conditions contained herein or endorsed hereon) that if at any time during the
period of insurance stated in the said Schedule, or during any further period of
extension hereof, the property(or any part thereof) described in the said Schedule
shall be damaged or lost by any unforeseen cause, other than causes specifically
excluded, in the manner necessitating repair or replacement, the Insurers will pay
or make good all such loss or damage up to an amount not exceeding in respect
of each of the Items specified in the Schedule the sum set opposite thereto and not
exceeding on the whole the total sum expressed in the said Schedule as insured

hereby.
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PROVISIONS

MEMO 1. EXCESS : Amount to be borne by the Insured in respect of each and
every claim for loss of or damage to works and/or construction equipment

(Items 1 & 2) arising out of :

(a) earthquake, tempest or flood the first

(b) any other cause, except fire the first

Amount to be borne by the Insured in respect of any loss or damage to
construction machinery(Item 3) arising out of :

(a) earthquake, tempest or flood the first

(b) any other cause, except fire the first

N.B. There shall be no franchise in respect of any loss arising out of fire.

MEMO 2. At the termination of this Insurance the Insured shall declare to the
Insurers any increase in the value of any of the Items listed in the Schedule, due
to the operation of Contract Price Adjustment Clauses in the Contract(if any) or to
any other cause, and the premium will be adjusted accordingly.

Nothing in this Memorandum shall be construed as relieving the Insured of their
obligation to advise the Insurers promptly of any increase in the total anticipated

price of the Contract, and attention is drawn in this connection to Condition No. 1.

MEMO 3. Extra charges for overtime, night-work, work on public holidays, express

freight, etc. are covered by this Insurance only if especially agreed upon.

MEMO 4.

(@) When the whole or any part of the works insured by this policy is taken over
or put into service (whichever shall be the earlier) by the principal, this
Insurance shall be terminated as regards the property so taken over or put
into service. This Insurance, however, shall remain in force to the extent defined

in sub-paragraph(b).

(b) If a Maintenance Period is specified in the Schedule, the liability of the Insurers
during such a period shall be limited to any loss or damage caused by the
Insured in the course of the operations carried out for the purpose of

complying with the obligations under the Maintenance Clause of the Contract.
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Section I - All Risks Insurance of Contract Works

1. The Insurers will indemnify the Insured for loss of or damage to the property

described in the Schedule from any cause whatsoever except :

(A) Loss or damage directly or indirectly caused by or arising out of :

(@)

war, invasion, act of foreign enemy, hostilities or warlike operations
(Whether war be declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution,
insurrection, riot, strike, civil commotion, military or usurped power, or
any activity of any organization the objects of which are or include the
overthrowing or influencing of any de jure or de facto or Government

by terrorism or by any violent means.

(b) confiscation, commandeering, requisition or destruction of or damage to

property by order of the government de jure or de facto or by any public,

municipal or local authority.

(c) nuclear reaction, nuclear radiation or radioactive contamination.

(B) Loss or damage directly caused by :

(@) mechanical and/or electrical breakdown or derangement,

(b) deterioration due to lack of use or obsolescence or corrosion or oxidation

)

or wear and tear,

The exclusion of loss or damage caused by (a) and (b) above shall be
limited to the machine, structure or work immediately affected and shall
not extend to other work or property lost or damaged in consequence of
breakdown, derangement, deterioration or wear and tear.

acts of the Insured(not of his employees) which are contrary to the
recognized rules of engineering or to any legislation or regulations issued

by an authority,

(d) cessation of work whether total or partial,

(©) loss or destruction of or damage to files and drawings, accounts, bills,

currency, stamps, deeds, evidences of debt, money, notes or securities,

(D) any loss of property either by disappearance or by shortage provided such

disappearance or shortage is only revealed during or after the making of an

inventory.
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2. This Insurance does not cover :

(A) costs of rectifying defects of material, design or workmanship. This exclusion
shall not apply to the costs of making good damage to the work or
property which occurs as a result of such defects,

(B) consequential loss of any kin d or description whatsoever including penalties
and delay in completing, negotiating and loss of contracts,

(©) loss of or damage to mechanically propelled vehicles licensed for general

road use, passenger lifts, aircraft, ships, boats or other craft of any kind.
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Section II - Public Liability Insurance

1. The Insurers will indemnify the Insured in respect of accidents happening in

connection with the performance of the Contract described in this policy against

liability at law for damages in respect of :

(A)

death of or bodily injury to any person not being a person who at the time
of the accident is employed by or is engaged in and upon the service of
the Insured under a contract of service or apprenticeship or is engaged by
the Insured under a subcontract,

damage to property not belonging to nor held in trust by nor in the custody
or control of the Insured or a person who at the time of the accident is
employed by or is engaged in and upon the service of the Insured under a
contract of service or apprenticeship or is engaged by the Insured under a

sub-contract.

The total liability of the Insurers under this Section in respect of or arising out

of

one occurrence or in respect of or arising out of all occurrences of a series

consequent on or attributable to one source or original cause shall not exceed

sum shown in the Schedule under Section II as the Limit of Indemnity.

2. In respect of a claim for damages to which the indemnity expressed in this

Section applies the Insurers will also pay:

all costs and expenses recovered by any claimant from the Insured,

all costs and expenses incurred with the written consent of the Insurers.

Insurers shall not be liable under this Section in respect of :

accidents caused directly by or traceable to mechanically propelled
vehicles(other than those not licensed for general road use and the use of
which is confined to sites on which the Insured is carrying out work under
the Contract), passenger lifts, aircraft, ships, boats or other craft of any kind.
Liability compulsorily insurable under any legislation governing the use of
motor vehicles,

claims arising out of :

(a) liability to employees or workmen engaged by the Insured, the Principal

or any firm connected with the contract work, or to family members of
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the Insured or any of the aforesaid,
(b) liability assumed by the Insured by agreement unless such liability
would have attached to the Insured not withstanding such agreement,
(D) claims arising out of bodily injury, death, property damage and/or
consequential loss directly or indirectly caused by nuclear reaction, unclear

radiation or radioactive contamination.
Conditions

1. If any change shall occur, materially affecting any of the facts existing at the
date of this policy, the Insured shall as soon as possible give notice in writing

to the Insurers and the premium shall if necessary be adjusted by agreement.

2. All the terms, exceptions and conditions contained herein or endorsed or
otherwise expressed hereon
(@) are incorporated in and form part of this policy.
(b) are to be deemed conditions precedent to any liability on the part of the

insurers so far as they relate to anything to be done by the Insured.

3. The insured shall
(@) immediately upon receiving notice of any accident or claim give notice in
writing thereof to the Insurers and as soon as practicable supply full
particulars on and in the terms of the form provided by the Insurers;
(b) send to the Insurers immediately on receipt any writ, summons or other
notice of proceedings which may be commenced against the Insured;
(c) give to the Insurers all information and assistance to enable the Insurers to

settle or resist any claim or institute proceedings.

The insured shall take all practical steps, including in the case of goods lost or
stolen or wilfully damaged the giving of immediate notice to the police, to
recover any property lost and in the case of theft or wilful damage to discover
the guilty person or persons and to have him, her or them prosecuted at the

expense of the Insurers.

The insured shall not negotiate, pay, settle, admit or repudiate any claim under

this policy without the written consent of the Insurers.
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The insured shall not in any case be entitled to abandon any property to the

insurers whether taken possession of by the Insurers or not.

. The insured shall, if required by the insurers, produce or give access to any
property alleged to be damaged and the Insured shall be bound to satisfy the
insurers by such reasonable evidence as the Insurers may require that the loss
or damage in respect of which a claim is made has actually arisen from one of

the risks insured against.

. The insured shall take all reasonable precautions in the selection of labour and
maintain in efficient condition all plant and appliances used in connection with
any contract covered by this policy and the insurers shall at all reasonable times
have by its representatives access to examine any such plant and appliances.

The insured shall also take and cause to be taken all reasonable precautions to
prevent accidents and in the expense of the insurers take such immediate action

as is necessary to minimize the loss.

. This Insurance is not to be called upon in contribution and is only to pay any

loss hereon if any so far as not recoverable under any other insurance.

. In the event of a claim or claims arising for which the insurers are liable under

this Policy, the insurers, shall be entitled

(@) to undertake in the name of and on behalf of the insured that absolute
conduct and control of any proceedings and the settlement of same;

(b) to take proceedings at their own expense and for their own benefit but in
the name of the insured to recover compensation or secure an indemnity
from any third party in respect of anything covered by this Policy;

(c) to pay to the insured in respect of any claim or claims the maximum
liability of the Insurers as stated in the Schedule of this Policy or such
lesser sum for which the said claim or claims can be settled (subject to
deduction in either case of any sum or sums already paid on account of
such claim or claims) and thereafter the insurers shall be under no further
liability in respect of said claim or claims except for the payment of costs
and expenses incurred prior to the date of such payment and for which the

insurers may be liable hereunder.
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8. Any difference arising out of this policy shall be referred to the decision of an
Arbitrator to be appointed in writing by the parties in difference or if they
cannot agree under a single Arbitrator to the decision of two Arbitrators, one to
be appointed in writing by each of the parties, within one calendar month after
having been required in writing to do so by either of the parties, or incase the
Arbitrators do not agree, of an Umpire to be appointed in writing by the
Arbitrators before entering upon the reference. The Umpire shall sit with the
Arbitrators and preside at their meetings. The Arbitrators and the Umpire shall
be qualified Engineers. The making of an Award shall be a condition precedent
to any right of action against the insurers. If the insurers disclaim liability to the
insured for and claim hereunder and such claim is not within twelve months
from the date of such disclaimer referred toarbitration under the provisions
herein contained then the claim shall for all purposes be deemed to have been

abandoned and shall not thereafter be recoverable hereunder.

Section MMl - Advance Loss of Profits

The Insurers shall indemnify the Insured - named as Principal in the Schedule to
Section I of this Policy - in respect of loss of gross profit actually sustained due to
the reduction in turnover and the increased cost of working as defined in this
Section, if at any time during the period of insurance stated in the Schedule to this
Section the insured contract works or any part thereof suffer loss or damage
covered under Section I of this Policy, unless specifically excluded in this Section,
thereby causing an interference in the construction work resulting in a delay of
commencement of and/or interference with the insured business, hereinafter referred

to as "the delay".
The amount payable as indemnity hereunder shall be:

- in respect of loss of gross profit: the sum obtained by applying the rate of gross
profit to the amount by which the actual turnover during the indemnity period
falls short of the turnover which would have been achieved had the delay not
occurred;

- in respect of increased cost of working: the additional expenditure necessarily and
reasonably incurred for the sole purpose of avoiding or diminishing the reduction
in turnover which, without such expenditure, would have taken place during the
indemnity period, but not exceeding the sum obtained by applying the rate of

gross profit to the amount of the reduction in turnover thereby avoided.

If the annual sum insured hereunder is less than the sum obtained by applying the
rate of gross profit to the annual turnover, the amount payable shall be reduced

proportionately.

Definitions

Period of Insurance

The period of insurance shall be the period stated in the Schedule to this Section,
terminating on the date specified in the Schedule or on any earlier date when the

CAR material damage cover of Section I ceases.

Scheduled Data of Commencement of the Insured Business
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The provisional date stated in the Schedule to this Section or any revised date

upon which the business would have commenced had the delay not occurred.

Indemnity Period

That period during which the results of the business are affected in consequence of
the delay, beginning on the scheduled date of commencement of the insured
business and not exceeding the maximum indemnity period stated in the Schedule

to this Section.

Time Excess

The period stated in the Schedule to this Section for which the Insurers are not
liable. The corresponding amount shall be calculated by multiplying the average
daily value of loss sustained during the indemnity period by the number of days

agreed upon as time excess.

Turnover
The amount of money (less discounts allowed) paid or payable to the Insured for
goods, products or services sold, delivered or rendered in the course of the insured

business conducted at the premises.

Annual Turnover
The turnover which, had the delay not occurred, would have been achieved during

the 12 months after the scheduled date of commencement of the insured business.

Annual Gross Profit

The amount by which the value of the annual turnover and the value of the
closing stock exceeds the value of the opening stock and the amount of the
specified working expenses. The value of the opening and closing stocks shall be
calculated in accordance with the Insured’s normal accounting methods, due
provisions being made for depreciation.

Specified working expenses shall be any costs incurred for the acquisition of goods,
raw materials or auxiliaries as well as for supplies (unless required for the upkeep
of operations) and any costs for packaging, carriage, freight, intermediate storage,
turnover tax, purchase tax, license fees and royalties for inventors, etc., insofar as

such costs are dependent on turnover.
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Rate of Gross Profit
The rate which, had the delay not occurred, would have been earned on the

turnover during the indemnity period.

Special Exclusions Applying to Section [II

The Insurers shall not be liable for

1. loss of gross profit and/or increased cost of working due to any delay caused
by or resulting from

1.1 loss or damage covered under Section I by way of endorsement, unless it
has been specifically agreed in writing;

1.2 earthquake, volcanic eruption, tsunami, unless it has been specifically agreed
in writing;

1.3 loss of or damage to surrounding property, construction machinery, plant
and equipment;

1.4 loss of or damage to operating media or feedstock, shortage, destruction,
deterioration of or damage to any materials necessary for the insured
business;

1.5 any restrictions imposed by a public authority;

1.6 non-availability of funds;

1.7 alterations, additions, improvements, rectification of defects or faults or
elimination of any deficiencies carried out after the occurrence;

1.8 loss of or damage to items taken over or taken into use by the Insured or

for which cover under Section I to this policy has ceased;

2. any loss due to fines or damages for breach of contract, for late or

non-completion of orders, or for any penalties of whatever nature;

3. loss of business due to causes such as suspension, lapse or cancellation of a
lease, license or order, etc. which occurs after the date of actual commencement

of the business;

4. loss of or damage to construction work of a prototype nature, unless specifically

agreed by endorsement.
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Provisions Applying to Section Il

Memo 1 - Extension of Period
Any extension of the period of insurance under Section I of this Policy shall not
automatically lead to an extension of the period of insurance stated in the Schedule

to this Section.

Any extension of the period of insurance under this Section of the Policy shall be
requested in writing as early as possible by the Insured, stating the circumstances
leading to the need for extension, and shall have effect for this Section only if

specifically agreed upon in writing.

Any alteration of the scheduled date of commencement of the insured business
shall be reported and shall have effect for this Section only if specifically agreed

upon in writing.

Memo 2 - Basis of Loss Settlement
In calculating the rate of gross profit and annual turnover, the following points

shall in particular be taken into consideration:

a) the results of the insured business for the 12-month period after commencement,

b) variation and special circumstances which would have affected the insured
business had the delay not occurred,

c) variations and special circumstances affecting the insured business after
commencement, so that the final figures represent as closely as may be
reasonably practicable the results which the insured business would have

obtained after the scheduled date of commencement had the delay not occurred.

Memo 3 - Return of Premium

If the Insured declares (certified by the Insured’s auditors) that the gross profit
earned during the accounting period of twelve months following the commencement
of the insured business or the date on which but for the delay the business would
have commenced was less than the sum insured thereon, a pro rata return of
premium not exceeding one third of the premium paid shall be made in respect of

the difference.
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If any loss or damage has occurred giving rise to a claim under this Policy, such

return shall be made in respect only of so much of said difference as is not due to

such damage.

Special Conditions Applying to Section III

1. The Insured shall present the Insurers with updated progress reports at intervals
stated in the Schedule to this Section.

2. In the event of any material change in the original risk such as

- changes of the envisaged progress programme, testing procedure, etc.

- alteration, modification or addition to any item of work, etc.

- departure from prescribed construction or operation conditions

- changes in Insured’s interest (such as discontinuation or liquidation of the

business or its being placed in receivership)

taking place, the Policy shall be void wunless its continuance be agreed by

memorandum signed by the Insurers.

3. In the event of any occurrence which might cause a delay and give rise to a

claim under this Section:

a)

the Insured shall immediately notify the Insurers by telephone or telegram
and send them written confirmation thereof within forty-eight hours of the
occurrence;

the Insured shall do and concur in doing and permit to be done all such
things as may be reasonably practicable to minimize or establish the extent of
any interference with the construction work so as to avoid or diminish any
delay resulting therefrom.

the Insurers and every person authorized by the Insurers shall, without
prejudice to any party insured by this Policy, have access to the construction
site where such loss or damage has occurred for the purpose of direct
negotiation with the responsible contractor or subcontractor in order to
establish the possible cause and extent of the loss or damage, its effect on
the insured interest, to examine the possibilities for minimizing any delay to

the scheduled date of commencement of the insured business, and if
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necessary to make any reasonable recommendations for the avoidance or

minimization of such delay.

This condition shall be evidence of the leave and license of the Insured to the
Insurers so to do. If the Insured or anyone acting on his behalf hinders or
obstructs the Insurers during any of the above-mentioned acts or does not
comply with such recommendations of the Insurers, all benefits under this
Section shall be forfeited.

. In the event of a claim made under this Section, the Insured shall at his own
expense deliver to the Insurers not later than thirty days after the delay or
within such further period as the Insurers may allow in writing a written
statement setting forth particulars of his claim. Furthermore, the Insured shall at
his own expense produce and furnish to the Insurers such books of account and
other business books, e.g. invoices, balance sheets and other documents, proofs,
information, explanations or other evidence as may reasonably be required by
the Insurers for the purpose of investigating or verifying the claim, together
with-if required-a statutory declaration of the truth of the claim and of any

matters connected therewith.

The indemnity shall be payable one month after final determination of its

amount.

Notwithstanding the above the Insured may, one month after the Insurers have
been duly notified of the loss and have acknowledged their liability, claim as
advance payment(s) the minimum amount(s) payable under the prevailing

circumstances.

The Insurers shall be entitled to postpone payment:

a) if there are doubts as to the Insured’s right to receive payment, until the
necessary proof is furnished;

b) if, as a result of any loss or damage or any delay in the anticipated
commencement of the insured business, police or criminal investigations have

been initiated against the Insured, until the completion of such investigations.

The Insurers shall not be liable to pay interest on indemnity moneys withheld
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other than interest for default.
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1. Cover for Loss or Damage due to Strike,
Riot and Civil Commotion(SRCC)

It is agreed and understood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, this Policy shall be extended
to cover loss or damage due to riot, strike and civil commotion which for the
purpose of this Endorsement shall mean (subject always to the Special Conditions
hereinafter contained) loss of or damage to the property insured directly caused by:

1. the act of any person taking part together with others in any disturbance of the
public peace(whether in connection with a strike or lock-out or not) not being an
occurrence mentioned in item 2. of the Special Conditions hereof,

2. the action of any lawfully constituted authority in suppressing or attempting to
suppress any such disturbance or in minimizing the consequences of any such
disturbance,

3. the wilful act of any striker or locked-out worker performed in furtherance of a
strike or in resistance to a lock-out,

4. the action of any lawfully constituted authority in preventing or attempting to

prevent any such act or in minimizing the consequences of any such act.

Provided that it is hereby further expressly agreed and declared that:

1. all the terms, exclusions, provisions and conditions of the policy shall apply in
all respect to the insurance granted by this extension save in so far as the same
are expressly varied by the following Special Conditions, and any reference to
loss or damage in the wording of the policy shall be deemed to include the
perils hereby insured against,

2. the following Special Conditions shall apply only to the insurance granted by
this extension, and the wording of the policy shall apply in all respects to the
insurance granted by the policy as if this endorsement had not been made

thereon.
Special conditions
1. This insurance shall not cover

a. loss or damage resulting from total or partial cessation of work or the

retarding or interruption or cessation of any process or operation,
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b. loss or damage occasioned by permanent or temporary dispossession resulting
from confiscation, commandeering or requisition by any lawfully constituted
authority,

c. loss or damage occasioned by permanent or temporary dispossession of any
building resulting from the unlawful occupation by any person of such
building.

d. Consequential loss or liability of any kind or description, any payments over

and above the indemnity for the material damage as provided herein.

Provided nevertheless that the Insurers are not relieved under b or c above of any
liability to the Insured in respect of physical damage to the property insured

occurring before dispossession or during temporary dispossession.

2. This insurance shall not cover any loss or damage occasioned by or through or
in consequence, directly or indirectly, of any of the following occurrences,
namely
a. war, invasion, act of foreign enemy, hostilities, or warlike operations (whether

war be declared or not), civil war,

b. mutiny, civil commotion assuming the proportion of or amounting to a
popular rising, military rising, insurrection, rebellion, revolution, military or
usurped power,

c. any act of any person acting on behalf of or in connection with any
organization with activities directed toward the overthrow by force of the
government de jure or de facto or to the influencing of it by terrorism or

violence

In any action, suit or other proceedings, where the Insurers allege that by reason of
the provisions of this condition any loss or damage is not covered by this
insurance, the burden of proving that such loss or damage is covered shall be

upon the Insured.

3. This insurance may at any time be terminated by the Insurers on notice to that
effect being given by registered post at the Insured’s last known address, in
which case the Insurers shall be liable to repay a rateable proportion of the

premium for the unexpired term from the date of termination.
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4. The limit of indemnity any one occurrence as stated shall be understood to limit
the indemnity for all loss or damage covered by this Endorsement during a

consecutive period of 168 hours.

This aggregate liability of the Insurers during the period of cover of this Policy

shall be limited by twice the limit of indemnity any one occurrence.
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2. Cover for Cross Liability

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,

provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject

to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, the Third Party Liability

cover of the Policy shall apply to the insured parties named in the Schedule as if a

separate policy had been issued to each party, provided that the Insurers shall not

indemnify the Insured under this Endorsement in respect of liability for

- loss of or damage to items insured or insurable under Section I of the Policy,
even if not recoverable due to an excess or any limit,

- fatal or non-fatal injury or illness of employees or workmen who are or could
have been insured under workmen’s compensation and/or employers’ liability

insurance.
The Insurers’ total liability in respect of the insured parties shall not however
exceed in the aggregate for any one accident or series of accidents arising out of

one event the limit of indemnity stated in the Schedule.

Extra premium :
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3. Maintenance Visits Cover

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, this insurance shall be
extended for the maintenance period specified hereunder to cover solely loss of or
damage to the contract works caused by the insured contractor(s) in the course of
the operations carried out for the purpose of complying with the obligations under

the maintenance provisions of the contract.
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4. Extended Maintenance Cover

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, this insurance shall be
extended for the maintenance period specified hereunder to cover loss or damage

to the contract works.

- caused by the insured contractor(s) in the course of the operations carried out for
the purpose of complying with the obligations under the maintenance provisions

of the contract.

- occurring during the maintenance period provided such loss or damage was
caused on the site during the construction period before the certificate of

completion for the lost or damaged section was issued.
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5. Cover of Extra Charges for Overtime, Night Work,
Work on Public Holidays, Express Freight

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, this insurance shall be
extended to cover extra charges for overtime, night work, work on public holidays

and express freight (excluding airfreight).

Provided always that such extra charges shall be incurred in connection with any

loss of or damage to the insured items recoverable under the Policy.

If the sum(s) insured of the damaged item(s) is/are less than the amount(s)
required to be insured the amount payable under this endorsement for such extra
charges shall be reduced in the same proportion.

Limit of indemnity : any one occurrence

6. Cover of Extra Charges for Airfreight

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, this insurance shall be

extended to cover extra charges for airfreight.

Provided always that such extra charges shall be incurred in connection with any

express (or express opposition to) a philosophy or ideology.

Regardless of the amount of damage and losses, in addition to items 1. and 2.

above, this Terrorism Exclusion also applies to any incident of terrorism :

1. That involves the use, release or escape of nuclear materials, or that directly or
indirectly results in nuclear reaction or radioactive contamination; or

2. That is carried out by means of the dispersal or application of pathogenic or
poisonous biological or chemical materials; or

3. In which pathogenic or poisonous biological or chemical materials are released,

and it appears that one purpose of the terrorism was to release such materials.

*  Notwithstanding the above, this exclusion not be applied to any bodily injury
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caused by person accident risk.

B. It is further understood that we will not pay for the repair or modification of

Such damage or Consequential Loss described in A, B, or C above, is excluded
regardless of any other cause that contributed concurrently or in any other

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50. (72)Hour Clause

Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, it is a condition

precedent to any liability under this reinsurance that;

a) The Reinsured shall upon knowledge of any circumstance which give rise to a

claim hereunder, advise the Reinsurers as soon as possible;
b) The Reinsured shall furnish the Reinsurers with all the information available

respecting such claim or claims and shall cooperate with the Reinsurers in the
adjustment and settlement thereof;

c) No settlement and/or compromise shall be made and liability admitted without

the prior approval of reinsurers.

All other terms and conditions remain unchanged
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75. Cover of Plans, Specifications, Drawings Clause

The Insurers will indemnify the Insured for extra costs incurred by the Insured in
respect of rewriting or re-drawing the plans, specifications, drawings, or other
contract documents lost or damaged as a result of a peril insured hereunder

wherever or whenever such loss or damage occurs.
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76. Temporary Repairs and Minimizing of Loss

ITt is agreed that in the event of actual Damage to the Insured Property by a peril
insured under the Policy, the Insurers/Reinsurers will pay the reasonable costs
necessary in minimizing or reducing Damage to the Insured Property subject to a
limit of (KRW Jany one occurrence and (KRW )in
aggregate for the policy period. The insured is required to inform to the
Insurers/Reinsurers within 24 hours from the commencement of such work and the
Insurers/Reinsurers will review and confirm if it is acceptable or not. The costs and

expenses will be added to the actual repair cost.

However if the costs and expenses is over (KRW ) any one

occurrence, the Insured has to get the Insurers’s approval in advance.
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77. Legal Costs&Expense (including as long as within the TPL Limit)

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, the third

party liability cover of the Policy will indemnify the insured for legal costs &
expense arising from the claim which is covered under the third party liability

section within Third Party Liability Limit in the schedule.
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78. Loss Payable Clause

By an assignment entitled “Insurance Assignment Agreement” dated [ |
entered into between | ] (the “Borrower”) and the financial
institutions named therein as secured parties (the “Secured Parties”), the Borrower
has assigned to the Secured Parties all of its rights, benefits, interests and claims
under and in respect of this insurance and its proceeds (including but not limited
to all claims relating to it, returns of premiums in respect of it, ex gratia

settlements and any other monies payable).

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79. Cover for Existing Structure andr Surrounding Property Clause

It is agreed and understood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusion,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon and subject
to the Insured having paid the agreed extra premium, the cover under Section I
shall be extended according to the following provisions to cover sudden and
unforeseen physical loss of or damage to the structures stated below caused by or
arising out of the construction or erection of the items insured under Section I, e.g.
due to vibration, weakening or removal of support, lowering of ground water,
underpinning, tunneling or the operations involving supporting elements or the

subsoil.

Loss of or damage to the structures stated below shall only be covered if prior to
the commencement of the works their condition is found to be satisfactory and/or
the necessary safety measures have been taken. The Insured shall produce together
with the Insurers a report stating the condition of the structures before the

beginning of the works.

The following shall be excluded :

1. loss or damage attributable to errors or omissions in the designing of the works;
2. loss or damage consisting in cracks that impair neither the stability of the

structure nor the safety of its users.

Should further safety measures become necessary during construction, the expenses

incurred for such measures shall not be indemnifiable under the Policy.

It is agreed and wunderstood that, otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, Section I of
this insurance shall be extended to cover loss of or damage to the property whilst
in transit to the contract site including loading and wunloading other than on
waterways or by air within the territorial limits of Republic of Korea provided that
the maximum amount payable under this Endorsement does not exceed ( ) per

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81. Cover of Property in Off-site Storage Clause

It is agreed and understood that, notwithstanding the terms, exclusions, provisions
and conditions of the Policy or any Endorsements agreed upon, Section 1 of the
Policy shall be extended to cover loss of or damage to property insured (except
property being

manufactured, processed or stored at the manufacturer’s, distributor’s or supplier’s

premises) in off-site storage within the territorial limits as stated below.

The Insurers will not indemnify the Insured for loss or damage caused by the
neglect of generally accepted loss prevention measures for warehoused or storage

units. Such measures include, in particular:

ensuring that the storage area is enclosed (either a building or at least fenced-in),
guarded, protected against fire, as appropriate for the particular location or type

of property stored;

separating the storage units by fire-proof walls or by a distance of at least 50

meters;

positioning and designing the storage units in such a way as to prevent damage
by accumulating water or flooding due to rainfall or by a flood with a statistical

return period of less than 20 years;

limiting the value per storage unit.

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82. Special Conditions Concerning Fire-Fighting Facilities

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, the Insurers
shall only indemnify the Insured for loss or damage resulting directly or indirectly

from fire and/or explosion if the following requirements are fulfilled:

1. Adequate fire-fighting equipment and extinguishing agents of sufficient capacity
shall always be available at the site and ready for immediate use.

2. A sufficient number of workmen shall be fully trained in the use of such
equipment and shall be available for immediate intervention at all times.

3. If storage of material for the construction or erection of the contract works is
necessary, storage shall be subdivided into storage units not exceeding the values
stated below per storage unit. The individual storage units shall either be at least
50m apart or separated by fire-proof walls. All inflammable liquids and gases
shall be stored at a sufficiently large distance from the property under
construction or erection and any hot work.

4. Welding, soldering or the use of an open flame in the vicinity of combustible
material is only permitted if at least one workman suitably equipped with
extinguishers and well trained in fire-fighting is present.

5. At the beginning of testing all fire-fighting facilities designed for the operation of

the plant shall be installed and serviceable.

Value per storage unit :
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83. Warranty Concerning Underground Cables and Pipes

It is agreed and wunderstood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions,
provisions and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, the Insurers
shall only indemnify the Insured in respect of loss of or damage to existing
underground cables and/or pipes or other underground facilities if, prior to the
commencement of works, the Insured has inquired with the relevant authorities

about the exact position of such cables, pipes or other underground facilities.

The indemnity shall in any case be restricted to the repair costs of such cables,
pipes or other underground facilities, any consequential damage being excluded

from the cover.
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84. Reinstatement of Sum Insured Clause(II)

It is hereby agreed and understood that notwithstanding anything contained herein
to the contrary that the "Sum Insured" definition in Memo 1 of provisions applying

to section 1 shall include the following:

The sum insured under Section 1 of this policy shall be reduced by the amount
paid in respect of any loss or damage covered under that section but it is mutually
agreed that the full sum insured shall be automatically reinstated from the time of

such loss or damage upto the termination of the policy without additional premium
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85. Claims Co-operation Clause (NMA2737)

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Reinsurance it is a

condition precedent to Reinsurers’ liability under this Reinsurance that:

(@) The Reinsured shall give to the Reinsurer(s) written notice as soon as reasonably
practicable of any claim made against the Reinsured in respect of the business
reinsured hereby or of its being notified of any circumstances which could give rise

to such a claim.

(b) The Reinsured shall furnish the Reinsurer(s) with all information known to the
Reinsured in respect of claims or possible claims notified in accordance with (a)
above and shall thereafter keep the Reinsurer(s) fully informed as regards all

developments relating thereto as soon as reasonably practicable.

(c) The Reinsured shall co-operate with the Reinsurer(s) and any other person or
persons designated by the Reinsurers in the investigation, adjustment and settlement

of such claim notified to the Reinsurer(s) as aforesaid.
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86. Minor Works Clause

It is wunderstood and agreed that this insurance includes minor
additions/construction and/or reconstruction work carried out on any of the

facilities in respect of contracts not exceeding

This extension shall not apply in respect of alteration/maintenance/modifications
carried out in the normal course of operations (which the Insured so deems) in
respect of which cover is granted by this policy subject to all terms and conditions

of this policy.

Notwithstanding other terms and conditions herein this policy shall only pay in

excess of more specific insurance, if any, arranged in respect of minor works.

Notwithstanding the above this policy will not respond to any advanced loss of

profits.
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87. War and Terrorism Exclusion(NMA2918)

Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary within this reinsurance or any
endorsement thereto it is agreed that this reinsurance excludes loss, damage, cost or
expense of whatsoever nature directly or indirectly caused by, resulting from or in
connection with any of the following regardless of any other cause or event

contributing concurrently or in any other sequence to the loss:

1. War, invasion, acts of foreign enemies, hostilities or warlike operations (whether
war be declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection, civil
commotion assuming the proportions of or amounting to an uprising, military or

usurped power; or

2. Any act of terrorism

For the purpose of this endorsement an act of terrorism means an act including but
not limited to the use of force or violence and/or the threat thereof, of any person
or group(s) of persons, whether acting alone or on behalf of or in connection with
any organisation(s) or government(s), committed for political, religious, ideological,
or ethnic purposes or reasons including the intention to influence any government

and/or to put the public, or any section of the public, in fear.

This Memorandum also excludes loss, damage, cost or expense of whatsoever
nature directly or indirectly caused by, resulting from or in connection with any
action taken in controlling, preventing, suppressing or in any way relating to (1)
and/or (2) above.

If the Insurer allege that by reason of this exclusion, any loss, damage, cost or
expense is not covered by this insurance, the burden of proving the contrary shall

be upon the assured.

In the event any portion of the Memorandum is found to be invalid or

unenforceable, the remainder shall remain in full force and effect.
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88. Asbestos Exclusion Clause

In consideration of the premium charged, it is hereby understood and agreed that this
policy does not apply to personal injury, bodily injury, or property damage arising

out of asbestos including but not limited to :

(1) inhaling, ingesting or physical exposure to asbestos or goods or products

containing asbestos; or

(2) the use of asbestos in constructing or manufacturing any goods. products, or

structures; or
(3) the removal of asbestos from any goods, products or structures; or
(4) the manufacture, encapsulation, transportation, storage, handling, distribution, sale,

application, mining, consumption or disposal of asbestos or goods or products

containing asbestos
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89. Institute Radioactive Contamination, Chemical, Biological, Bio-Chemical and

Electromagnetic Weapons Exclusions Clause (CL370)

This clause shall be paramount and shall override anything contained in this insurance

inconsistent therewith

1. In no case shall this insurance cover loss damage liability or expense directly or

indirectly caused by or contributed to by or arising from

1.1 ionising radiations from or contamination by radioactivity from any nuclear
fuel or from any nuclear waste or from the combustion of nuclear fuel

1.2 the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous or contaminating properties
of any nuclear installation, reactor or other nuclear assembly or nuclear
component thereof

1.3 any weapon or device employing atomic or nuclear fission and/or fusion or
other like reaction or radioactive force or matter

1.4 the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous or contaminating properties
of any radioactive matter. The exclusion in this sub-clause does not extend to
radioactive isotopes, other than nuclear fuel, when such isotopes are being
prepared, carried, stored, or wused for commercial, agricultural, medical,
scientific or other similar peaceful purposes

1.5 any chemical, biological, bio-chemical, or electromagnetic weapon.
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90. Industries, Seepage, Pollution and Contamination Clause(NMA 1685)

This Insurance does not cover any liability for:

(1) Personal Injury or Bodily Injury or loss of, damage to, or loss of use of property
directly or indirectly caused by seepage, pollution or contamination, provided always
that this paragraph (1) shall not apply to liability for Personal Injury or Bodily Injury
or loss of or physical damage to or destruction of tangible property, or loss of use of
such property damaged or destroyed, where such seepage, pollution or contamination
is caused by a sudden, unintended and unexpected happening during the period of

this Insurance.

(2) The cost of removing, nullifying or cleaning-up seeping, polluting or contaminating
substances unless the seepage, pollution or contamination is caused by a sudden,
unintended and unexpected happening during the period of this Insurance.

(3) Fines, penalties, punitive or exemplary damages.

This Clause shall not extend this Insurance to cover any liability which would not

have been covered under this Insurance had this Clause not been attached.
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91. SPECIAL CONDITIONS CONCERNING THE PIPE JACKING OPERATIONS

It is agreed and understood that otherwise subject to the terms, exclusions, provisions
and conditions contained in the Policy or endorsed thereon, the Insurer shall only
indemnify the Insured for loss, damage or liability directly or indirectly arising during
the pipe jacking operations, if the soil analysis (soil samples, test borings, sieve
analyses, etc.) required for proper boring or jacking operations in accordance with
latest technical standards has been carried out prior to the commencement of work

and if the contractor is familiar with the thrust boring or pipe jacking technique.

Subject to the terms and conditions under the Endorsement 101, it is further agreed
and understood that the Insurers will not indemnify the Insured for any costs and

expenses incurred or arising from

- the abandonment of pipe jacking operations;

- missing the target point of the boring, deviation from the scheduled direction,
misalignment of the pipe jacking;

- loss of or damage in the drilling mud or similar (e.g. bentonite, slurry, lubricant);

- damage to the outer insulation of the pipe (if any);

During pipe jacking operations the maximum stress upon the tube or pipe shall not

exceed 85% of the specified minimum yield of the material.
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
